(Vervolg). 

In de 0. H. C. I), treffen wij den naam aan van F. M. H. 
Cohen. Hij was de Tandmeester bij het Nederlandsch Instituut 
van Doofstommen te Groningen en met hem begint de Neder-
landsche tandheelkundige literatuur. Hij schreef n.l. al het 
„Huishoudelijk handboekje voor Mond- en Tandziekten 
(1849). 

Zelfstandige gebittenmakers treffen wij in 1843 reeds aan 2). 
De heer A. Grader — Kunst-Tandenmaker geeft er den brui 
van om voor tandmeesters te werken, hij heeft meer dan 15 
jaren voor de voornaamste Dentistes dezer Stad gewerkt en 
op de aanmoediging van veel geachte Heeren Doctoren en 
Chirurgijns gaat hij over om dit Vak geheel voor eigen 
rekening voort te zetten. 

Verder gaande vinden wij dat J. Hess 3) een ciment mar-
moratum aanbeveelt en ook hij droeg bij tot onze literatuur, 
door het schrijven van een Encijclopaedisch Handboek der 
Tandheelkunde en 'n Gezondheidsleer en Herstel der Tanden. 

Een andere Koenaart (J. C.), schijnt het „berooken" der

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Tanden nog niet opgegeven te hebben; in nummer 9 van ge-
noemd dagblad vernemen wij dit, alsmede dat hij Minerale en 
natuurlijke Tanden zonder metalen Veren, Beugels of Draden, 
volgens het systeem van den heer Stevens te Parijs vervaar-
digd. De voordeelen waren o.m. dat de prothese gemakkelijk 
in en uit te nemen en er geen gevaar van breken was. Dat 
orthodontistische hulp in 1845 1) veel verstrekt werd, zou men 
meenen te moeten opmaken uit eene annonce van M. J. Son, 
die beweert in 't jaar 1844 bij „800 kinderen, scheve, onge-
regelde Tandjes heeft gelijk gerangeerd, daar men de bewijzen 
van kan produceeren." 

Wederom komen wij een mechanicien-dentiste tegen, dié 
voor eigen rekening begint 2). Hij maakte „Kunsttanden, 
Gebitten en Glissoirs"; zijn naam was J. Jaarsveld. Hij had 
moeielijkheden te overwinnen, want in No. 229 plaatst hij een 
bericht, dat hem „ter oore gekomen zijnde, dat zekere Tand-
meester, lage gezegden rondstrooit, als ware ondergeteekende 
niet in staat, die Werkzaamheden te verrigten, welke hij voor-
geeft. Hij vervaardigde gedurende de laatste jaren met het 
beste gevolg de Kunsttanden, Gebitten enz. voor de H.H. 
Gebroeders Dentz." 

Het drukken der toenmalige prothesen op de kaak, werd 
volgens Oudschans 3) verhinderd door „Tandplaatsing op 
Gutta-percha, met verborgen ressorts." Deze methode kan 
ook billijk worden afgeleverd. Hij gebruikt voor het plombee-
ren eene „pate albadurata" en de regeling der Kindertandjes 
wordt door eene machine van Gutta-percha bewerkstelligd". 
Wij zijn gewoon aan eenen langen duur der orthodontische 
behandeiing, doch in 1853 4) werd dit snel gedaan; coll. J. v. 
Dijk zegt o.m. ,;de Tandjes der kinderen door verzuim gede-
placeerd, binnen 8 dagen te herstellen zonder pijn nog smart." 

Men zou meenep, dat z.g. wandplaten, waarop tandheel-

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kundige voorstellingen, nieuw zijn; och, deze illusie wordt ons 
ook al orifnomen, want J. W. Son 1) „zal gedurende twee 
dagen -van zijn -verblijf te Hoorn voor de deur van zijn 'Loge-
ment hangen een fraay bewerkt schilderij,waarin meer dan 150 
verschillende soorten van Kunsttanden van 1 tot 't geheel getal 
zich bevinden, waarover ieder aanschouwer zal verwondert 
staan".  

Nog gaat in 1855'2) Koenaart met zijn berookingen voort 
en in - 1856 3) blijkt het, dat tanden uit been nog steeds ver-
vaardigd worden, want Dr. Bedor, levert gehéele gebitten 
uit zeepaardtant à f 130.— en in goud gezet voor f 140.—. 
Tandartsen rekeningetjes liepen ook toen nog al, naar alle 
schijn, op, doch gelukkig wist men dit te vermijden, althans 
ér verseheèn een boekje „voor allen, die aan de Gebreken van 
den Mond Lijden wordt uitgegeven bij G. Theo Bom, Gutta-
Percha, de eenige ware basis voor Kunsttanden en Gebitten, 
zijnde eend duidelijke aanwijzing om' zich zelven gemakkelijk, 
duurzaam en goedkoop te helpen. Prijs 25 ct." Voor hoevele 
patiënten zou zoo iets nu van groot nut zijn! - 

Die mijnheer Oudschans in de firma Mallan doet ons" in 
1856 weten 4), van de nieuwste methode tot 'plaatsing van 
Geheele Bovengebitten in Goud, Hippopotamus en Gutta-
percha. Waar noch wortels, noch tanden aan de bovenkaak 
bestaan, warden de gebitten alleen door „zelf-attractie" vast-
gehecht. Dr. Bogaert 5)  te Brussel plaatst gebitten „sans 
extractions et surtout sans crochets ni ligatures, qui cáusaient 
toujours la perte des Dents rèstantes". Hij heeft' een „mastic 
pour plomber les Dents cariées 'de 'boute couleur depuis le 
blanc,' jusqu'à jaune foncé". Bij hem heeft men- „célérité et 
discretion garantie." 

Bij den Kunst-T'andwerker G. Rogmans 6) behoefden ,,de

In de A. C. van 1859, No. 206, doet de caoutchouc-prothese 
bij ons intrede.

In 1861 1) 
geeft J. Joh. Grevers aan, dat hij te spreken of te ontbieden 
is over alle ziekten en gebreken van den Mond en der Tanden, 
het inzetten van Tanden en Gebitten, geleiders voor onregel-
matig staande Tanden enz. De heer van Epen, med. et  art 
obst. Doctor verklaart dan, dat de bovengenoemde collega bij 
onderscheidene patiënten van den dokter gedeeltelijke of 
geheele Kunst-Gebitten heeft geplaatst, die alle, zoo wat 
deugd, bruikbaarheid en schoone vorm betreft, niets te wen-
schen overlaten. 

Langzamerhand werden de gebitten goedkooper. Bij M. v. 
Gelderen 2) werden kunsttanden en gebitten, die nimmer uit-
vallen, noch zwart worden, vervaardigd en wel à f 2.— per 
Tand en hooger en geheele gebitten à f 65.— en hooger. 

G. L. Gazan 3) vraagt attentie voor een nieuw uitgevonden

In 1873 4) is Rotterdam reeds eene „Dagelijks Tandheelkun- 
dige kliniek" rijk en wel eene van Dr. Lehman Son. Zij is 
gesticht tot Herkenning en Genezing van Mond- en Tand-
gebreken aan het Engelsch Tandheelkundig Etablissement. 

In 1872 vinden wij in de 0. H. C. advententies over: „kunst-
tanden op gouden zuigplaten (No. 12) en gebitten op rose-
amber en in de A. C. No. 262, worden door Cohen tanden 
met goud gevuld „volgens Amerikaansch systeem". 

Geachte Collegae, overal hoort men in deze benarde tijden 
van tarieven; zal ik eens 'n tariefje uit 1873 voorlezen? Het 
komt voor in de A. C. No. 100 en is van Dr. Carl Gerbe.

De heer S. B. van Lier vervaardigde in 1873 1) celluloid-
gebitten, en in 1875 (R. C.) spreekt men van Collodion ge-
bitten. Het goud-gehamer werd nu mode; de heer Koenaart 
heeft in 1876 2) een Amerikaansch tandarts. geëngageerd 
„spécialement pour les Aurifications". Lui was hij niet, want 
dagelijks was/ hij 	te consulteeren. In 1877 vernemen 
wij van galvanische gebitten en coll. E. Stark zet in 1878 
(0. H. C., No. 132) achter den titel Tandmeester, Staats-
diploma. 

Titelzucht is 'n menschelijke zwakheid, waarom dus ook 
niet . aan tandartsen eigen? De „lantloopers" die in de 17de 
eeuw tanden trokken gingen zich „meester" noemen; de 
„meesters" begonnen zich „tandartsen" te noemen; de „tand-
artsen" wilden gaarne voor „doctors" doorgaan. 

En om het verkrijgen van een titel te vergemakkelijken, 
lezen wij in de A'damsche Courant van 1876 No. 37 het 
volgend: 

„Promotie in ab — en praesentia als Dr. phil., juris, 
oder med. Director Claesé in Breslau. Zahntechniker 
kunnen Diplome als Hofzahnaerzte besorgt erhalten". 

Ten slotte zal ik U een lijst geven van personen, die op 
tandheelkundig gebied in Nederlandsche couranten van vroe-
ger aankondigingen hebben geplaatst of mij uit andere bronnen. 
in ons land bekend zijn. Deze naamlijst bevat ongeveer 150 
namen.- De aankondigingen loopen van 1692-1880, dus over 
'n tijdperk van 188 jaren. In deze jaren kunnen wij zeer zeker 
aannemen, dat meer dan 150 personen in ons land tandheel-
kunde hebben uitgeoefend en is dus de gevolgtrekking gewet-
tigd, dat ook het grootste deel van vroegere Collegae „niet ge-
adverteerd" hebben in de courant.
